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“Reading Jane Addams in the Twenty-First Century”

Seminar Readings
The core readings for the seminar come from my literary biography, Jane Addams, A Writer’s Life (Urbana and Chicago: University of Illinois Press, 2004).  The readings will familiarize you with my approach to reading Addams.
We will consider Addams as a writer and look especially closely at three of her books: Democracy and Social Ethics (1902), The Long Road of Women’s Memory (1916), and The Second Twenty Years at Hull-House (1930).  Reading specific chapters from these books will allow for a fuller discussion.
